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1. Please follow the thesis review schedule mentioned on the website of the Graduate School of Science.

2. Submit two copies of your final thesis (one goes to the Academic Affairs Desk; the other will be
retained in your department (laboratory)). The copies should be bound in a simple way (a folder is not
acceptable). The color of the cover is optional.

3. Please note that if you do not submit your final thesis by the appointed date, you may be given a failing
grade.

4. Regarding the organization of the thesis, make the first page the same as the cover (depending on your
division , enter the name of your academic advisor between the submittal date and the name of the
division); include an abstract (or outline) of your thesis on the next one to two pages; and then insert a
table of contents, the text of the thesis, and any other necessary material. The total length should be at
least 30 pages. Pages may be printed on either one side or both sides of the paper.

5. The contents of a thesis typically include, for example, an introduction (foreword, preface, preamble),
the methods used (experimentation, analysis), results (experiments, analytical research, trial
manufacture, analysis), observations (debates, investigations), summary (conclusion, closing,
determinations), future issues and prospects, references, and supplementary material
(acknowledgements, data, appendices, etc.).

6. On the spine of the binding, enter the year of program completion. On the front cover, enter the month

and year of submittal of the final thesis.
